sweet shop, a clothes manufacturer, a grocery 
store and a restaurant) features a basement bar, 
rooftop pool and kooky design twists such as 

rattan saloon doors, chevron timber floors, 
copper shelving and glass-walled wardrobes.

This year, the Rosewood moves into 27 floors in a 
tower styled as a vertical grand residential estate,  
on the harbour-front in Tsim Sha Tsui in the new 

Victoria Dockside arts, culture and shopping district.

studio Tonychi – doors are lacquered, light streams
